
Nelson County Family Cemeteries 

This Backroads article features many family cemeteries in Nelson County. Over the years Iôve taken 

photographs of the cemeteries along with at least one of the older gravestones located there.  Iôve listed 

those buried within the borders of the cemetery but not the birth/death dates of each. Iôd highly 

recommend the Nelson County Cemetery Book from the Historical Society to genealogists as it has 

birth/marriage/death dates for those listed in that particular cemetery as well as some spouses, parents, 

and children. Of the compiled graveyards, the vicinity of each cemetery is listed as well as the page 

number in the cemetery book that gives a detailed account of the people buried there. 
 

Coffey Cemetery: Located in Love on Billy & Lynn Coffeyôs property. Page 79 (top) of 

cemetery book.  Coffey, Bragg & Hewitt families buried here.  Approximately 13 graves.

John Everitt Family Cemetery: Located at the top of Campbellôs Mountain Road in the woods: 

4 graves.  Information on page 107 (top of page) of the Nelson Co. Cemetery book. 

     

Henry Thomas Coffey Cemetery:  Located at the end of Chicken Holler.  Information on page 

80 (center) of the cemetery book.  All fieldstones except Henry Thomas Coffey who died in 

1955. He was the last person to be buried here and there was a funeral home marker denoting his 

grave.  Coffey, Campbell, Monroe & Snead family members buried here.

Coffey-Demastus-Everitt Cemetery: Located in Chicken Holler.  Information on page 81 

(bottom) of the cemetery book.  Although thoroughly mowed off at one time, the cemetery is 

now overgrown.  Has a wire fence around the graves and two huge boxwoods growing inside.  

Elias Everittôs stone (below) is missing his name but has his birth and death dates engraved on it. 

 

    
The graves of Peter Coffey (1866), Jessie & Elizabeth Demastus (1865) and Martha Everitt (1840) 



Campbellôs Mountain Road Cemetery: Located towards the bottom of Campbellôs Mt. Road 

on Rt. 814 at the top of a hill.  Members of the Francis J. Campbell/Grant families buried here.

Andrew Jackson Coffey Family Cemetery:  Located on right side of road, just past Evergreen 

Christian Church on Rt. 687 surrounded by a stone wall. Five graves of the Coffey/Campbell 

family members.  Page 79 (center) of cemetery book. 

   

Benjamin Coffey Family Cemetery:  Located on the North Fork of the Tye River, just across 

the first bridge, up on the mountain.  Information on page 79 of cemetery book.  Members of the 

Coffey, Fitzgerald, Hatter families.  Thanks to Carl Coffey for showing us his family graveyard. 

  



Fitzgerald Cemetery:  Located high on a ridge along Rt. 687 on North Fork Road.  Information 

on page 110 of cemetery book.  All marked graves from the 1800s.  Thanks to Keith Fitzgerald. 

   

Snead Family Cemetery:  Located at the end of Fork Mt. Road near Montebello.  Information 

on page 402 (2nd from top) of cemetery book.  Members of the Snead, Fitzgerald, Campbell and 

Anderson families.

Montebello.  Page 112 (top) of cemetery book.  Members of the Fitzgerald, Bradley, Hatter, 

Robertson and Wood families buried here.

Averill (Averell) Campbell Cemetery: Located just off the Appalachian Trail near Spy Rock.  Cemetery 

also known as Spy Rock or Nettlefield Cemetery.  Page 58 of cemetery book (bottom).  Members of the 

Campbell, Cash, Fitzgerald, Hite, Massie and Painter families buried here. Owen Garfield Campbell 

pictured at the gate of the cemetery in 1985 and who now lays sleeping alongside his family members. 

   

John Hughes Cemetery:  Located off Rt. 664 near Beech Grove.  Cemetery enclosed inside an ornate 

rock wall thought to be built by rock mason Hawthorne Quick.  Info on page 176 (top) of cemetery book.
